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Stratis Health Advances the Conversation on Health Reform

Through its support of a national PBS series and complementary statewide program, Stratis Health is helping providers and consumers consider ways to remake the health care system.

“Remaking American Medicine,” a four-part documentary series, will air on PBS stations across the country on October 5, 12, 19, and 26 at 9:00 PM Central Time (check local listings).  The series will raise fundamental questions about how the health care system works (and doesn’t work), and will highlight efforts being undertaken by patient and quality improvement advocates to make meaningful changes.

Stratis Health, in its role as Minnesota’s Medicare QIO, has helped produce a state-level complement to the national series, called “Remaking Minnesota Medicine,” that explores similar issues closer to home.  In it, Dr. Clint MacKinney and Virginia Greenman, MPH, from Stratis Health’s Board of Directors, both serve on a six-person expert panel that analyzes key questions about cost, quality, and the roles of providers and consumers in an optimal system of care.
